Transition Timeline  

 
The 8th graders will visit and tour ESM HS on Thursday, January 18th, and tour SHS on Wednesday January 24th.  
Both ESM and Solvay offer these programs: 
OCC Advantage: 
The OCC Advantage program is a college and career-readiness program offered to entering freshmen. The program supports the 
development of skills, behaviors and habits that prepare a student for success in high school, college and career. Students who  
successfully complete the OCC Advantage program while in high school will be eligible to receive a first semester full-tuition 
scholarship with the opportunity to earn three subsequent semesters at Onondaga Community College.  
Spartan Academy (ESM) or Solvay Success Academy (SHS): 
Students can earn 24-60 College credits during their 4 years of High School.  If a student fulfills the 60 college credits that would 
equal a 2-Year College Associate Degree. The degree would be in Math/Science from Onondaga Community College.

Safety Reminders from SRO Kissock 
A few reminders from your SRO to keep our students, parents and staff safe while on campus during the 
school year: 
 
Campus Safety: 

¶ During school hours there is one point of entry. Please use the main entrance of the school. This entry will bring you to the 
Lyncourt main office. 

¶ All persons MUST check in at the main office using an identification card (Driverôs License , State ID, etc). All persons are 
subject to a background check in our RAPTOR system prior to entry. 

¶ Remember that during school hours the campus is closed. No unauthorized persons are allowed on school property           
ie: walking through parking lots, using the playground, cutting through school grounds to gain access to an off campus location.  

¶ When the school day is completed use of the playground in the back of the campus is allowed until 3:15 pm. A parent or 
guardian is required to be present for all minors using the playground. 

 
Drop Off/ Pick Up: 

¶ The drop off/ pick up location is in the back parking lot of the campus. Remember that the parking lot is one-way and to form 
one line. Please be considerate and patient of others as you use the drop off/pick up line. 

¶ Do not walk away from your vehicle and leave it unattended, running or not. 

¶ Say your goodbyes at or in the vehicle. 

¶ During pickup, wait with your vehicle 

¶ If you were issued a student number for your elementary student please display it either in your vehicle's windshield or    
passenger side front window.  

¶ Any yellow hash marks on the pavement in the rear parking lot is a NO PARKING Section. If you need to leave your 
vehicle for any reason please use a designated parking spot. 

¶ Keep your speed to a minimum and be aware of staff and students who may be walking in the parking lot. 
 
Drivers: 

¶ Always stop for pedestrians in the crosswalks and when navigating parking lots. 

¶ When the school buses are picking up or dropping off students, do not access the China drive north parking lot. Also       
remember that the China drive parking lot is a one-way coming from Court St. 

¶ Use extra caution while in all campus parking lots and the school zone on Court St. 

¶ Look out for our crossing guard, safety patrols and Police (SRO). In the complete interest of public/student/ staff safety, 
please follow any directions given by them. 

¶ Remember the school zone on Court St, is 20 MPH. It is in effect Monday-Friday, 7AM-6PM. 
 
Walkers: 

¶ Always use the designated crosswalks and have the crossing guard aid you with the main crosswalk in front of the school.  

¶ Never step off the curb without looking in both directions, even if there is someone helping you. 

¶ Never run while crossing the road and be aware of any traffic around you. 
 
Bicyclist: 

¶ Remember to follow the rules of the road and wear proper headgear and visible clothing. 

¶ Be aware of walkers and citizens who may be along your path. 

¶ Be careful when riding and operate in a safe manner for you and others. 

¶ Secure your bicycle in a bike rake and lock it up. 

¶ Do not leave a bicycle in front of any school door. 
 
Bus riders: 

¶ Remain seated until the bus comes to a complete stop. 

¶ Keep your volume down and hands to yourself while on the bus. 

¶ Follow all instructions from the bus driver. 

¶ Once off the bus, whether at home or at school, move away from the bus quickly, but without running.
